Late Summer/Early Fall

Annual Review and Comment Period
opens for sixty days - site changes
are on hold so all reviewers are
seeing the same content.

Winter/Spring/Summer

Changes may be made to the web-
version of the ISA throughout the
year (including changes considering
HITAC recommendations), while the
ISA Reference Edition remains static.

January

Current Year Reference Edition is
published, web version of ISA is available
for ongoing review and comments.
