PATIENT DEMOGRAPHICS/INFORMATION

Data used to categorize individuals for identification, records matching, and other
purposes.

DATA ELEMENT APPLICABLE VOCABULARY
STANDARD(S)

Name to Use

Name that should be used when addressing or referencing the patient.
Usage note: This information is usually provided by the patient.

Example includes but is not limited to nickname.

Pronoun

Word that can replace a person’s name when addressing or referring to a
person.

Usage note: This information should be provided by the patient and may be
used to identify a person apart from their name.

Examples include but are not limited to she, her, they, them, he, and his.
